Mick Castell reports..é.The standard of flying was perhaps a little disappointing, but after all this is Class 2 

and the object is to improve!   Eights were all rather poor with horizontals tending to be too narrow and high (vertical 

ovals) with a variety of heights and intersections   Vertical eights tended to be of the upside-down cottage loaf variety. 

Most flyers seemed to be flying their manoeuvres too small, with a resultant loss of shape.  I think it is better at this 

stage to concentrate on the shape of the manoeuvres even if they are initially a bit too big and then bring the size 

down as technique improves. 

Competitors seemed unaware of the correct landing manoeuvre in that a full gliding lap after leaving the the height of 

1.5 metres is required.  No competitor made more than about a half lap with no attempt to whip to a whole lap being 

made and all lost points as a result.  Make sure you know the rules! 

Finally, there were one or two overruns.  There is no reason to overrun in class 2.  It takes about three and a half 

minutes to complete the schedule leaving a further three and a half minutes to cut the engine, plenty of time, so donôt 

throw away your landing points!    Congratulations to Richard Place on his victory.

However, flyers must be aware the contest is not only about the manoeuvres, it involves 

preparing the model as well and some need to seriously sort their ñpackageò as it is costing them points, this also applies to the 

P40+ flyers!!  Generally flyers know what is required but should concentrate on the size and shape of the manoeuvre as there was 

a lot of variation.  If we can keep this standard up we will see more flyers like David Saul moving classes.  It was also nice to see 

the Class II judge and myself agreeing on who was the best man on the day.  

As for the P40+, what can I say?  I think these guys are progressing backwards for that is what the scores suggest?  I think 

possibly a few may be somewhat too comfortable in their respective classes.  It just goes to show that these profile models, while 

being an excellent stepping-stone in aerobatics, still need to be flown with sensitivity and feeling. It is easy to forget where we 

progressed from!  Well some progressed others possibly ñregressedò.  As a footnote, Mick Taylor has compiled a list of ñclassic 

profileò designs for his SAM 35 Speaks column.  For the next issue of Claptrap I will try to add to that list some of the more 

modern designs to see if we can tempt some of you away from that ñTwisterò or ñCardinalò.
